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LORD JUSTICE WARD:  Mr Davies you simply don’t understand and maybe Mr O’Connell that simply does not understand.  You appear before Lord Justice Ward.  I am not afraid of telling off the CSA when they make mistakes; I have frequently done so.  But on this occasion they have been criticised but have apologised and that is the end of the matter.  There is no future cause to fight; certainly not in this case.  If they disobey another order, that will be another occasion. But put it to bed Mr Davies.

And Mr O’Connell, please, it’s not a fight worth fighting.  Not this one.  You’ve got many other worthy causes; I support many of them.  I’m not hostile to you and your organisation.  You ought to know that with the judgements I’m giving. This one must be put to rest.
